How can I become a Babysitter and/or PeopleSavers Facilitator?

· You must be at least 16 years old;

· You must have a valid Red Cross Standard First Aid and CPR Level B certificate (16 hours) or equivalent  certificate recognized by the Red Cross (see p. 3 for a list of accepted qualifications). 
· You must provide 2 letters of recommendation;

· You must provide proof of some teaching experience (WSI certificate, teaching diploma, leadership experience). 
2:   Order (use form on p. 2), read and study the Facilitator’s Manual(s) and any other documents included. The  program is self-taught.
3:   Complete and return the exam included in the Facilitator’s Manual. A mark of 80% or higher is required to pass.

Once you have passed the exam found in the Facilitator’s Manual, you will receive a Babysitter Facilitator and/or PeopleSavers Facilitator card. This card will expire at the same time as your Standard First Aid and CPR or equivalent certificate.
